Judging criteria and their maximum number of points

Judging will be based on proven testing conditions 

(100-point scale); judging by the Baden-Württemberg 

State Association of Butchers’ Guilds will take place  

in a cold and a hot state. Every sample will be heated 

separately in a vacuum bag in a water bath with the 

addition of standard and neutral meat stock.

1. Overall impression
2. Internal appearance/cross section (cold and hot)
3. Consistency
4. Smell and taste

Assessment table for the individual ravioli (Maultasche):

Gold  95 – 100 points

Silver  90 – 94.9 points

Bronze  85 – 89.9 points
